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It is important to post all SLAC document to the SLAC-RA web site.  In order to make the documents accessible to those here at SLAC it is best to post the documents in a format compatible with IBM personal computers.  





Also, if the document is large and/or you are interested in preserving the format of the document, pdf files should be used.  PDF files can be generated using Adobe Acrobatís PDF Writer software.  This software has been installed on both of the RAís computers.  





Notes:





If future ME217 teams use the Mac Computers in the MML to create their final reports it is extremely important that pdf files are provided to SLAC in addition to the Mac file.  





When creating a pdf file from a complex word document (Mac or PC) you will probably experience some difficulty.  The problem occurs when Acrobat Writer encounters any inserted Excel Spreadsheet or section breaks.  For some reason these trigger the software to begin spawning new pdf files.   When the software has completed converting the file, the result is a desktop covered with untitled pdf files.  If this occurs, donít worry.  Simply open the first pdf file which was created (the master).  Then scroll to the end of the document and insert the second pdf file which was created, ìuntitled1.pdfî.   Repeat this process until all of the untitled pdf files have been inserted.
