 Benefit Meetings for Prospective Retirees

to those considering retirement in the near future – although anyone can attend. Employees who are planning to retire should definitely attend no later than 2-3 months before their expected retirement date. 

In addition to general information important to those planning to retire, attendees will learn 
what they need to do to determine benefit eligibility, health care options, and how to request distributions from their retirement savings, including the Tax Deferred Annuity (TDA), the Stanford Contributory Retirement Plan (SCRP) and the Stanford Retirement Annuity Plan (SRAP).  
These meetings are a prerequisite to an individual meeting with a benefits staff member about retirement benefits.  
If an employee talks to you about the possibility of retirement, be sure you tell him/her about these presentations and encourage attendance.
