Dear Keith, 

Thank you for your request for information. 

Crosby HR-125 Swivel Hoist Rings are designed with a Grade 8 bolt, ASTM A-574.  The assembly of the Hoist Ring is important characteristic and Crosby machines a groove into the bolt to secure the assembly using an E-clip.  The customer has always been responsible to installing the Hoist Ring into a base material sufficiently strong for the applied rating of the application. 

Crosby recommends that Hoist Rings have replacement bolts supplied from Crosby according to your length requirements.  However, Crosby does not specifically prohibit the use of replacement grade 8 bolts in the Hoist Ring assembly.  The two primary issues is first that the bolt is manufactured according to ASTM A-574 and second that the Hoist Ring components are properly assembled before any lift.  The replacement bolt would be considered a modification of the product.  The qualified person approving the modification would be responsible for the bolt performance and for any risks associated with improperly assembled Hoist Rings. 

Crosby does offered replacement bolts of various thread lengths.
